26:1 states, “Ye

shall make you no idols nor graven image, neither
rear you up a standing image, neither shall ye set up
any image of stone in your land, to bow down unto it:
for I am the LORD your God.” They existed in spite
of the Lord’s commandment. In fact, the nation of
Israel was so prone to idolatry that they abused the
brazen serpent by burning incense to it. King Heze-
kiah broke it into pieces (2 Kings 18:4).
